Robertson Family Code of Conduct
The Fruits of the Spirit: We should have these & use them all day every day!
1. Love is what God has for all of us – no matter what we do or what we say, God still loves us and he wants us to love each other no matter what. That is called unconditional love and nothing can ever make it go away.
2. Joy is happiness that only comes from God. Even when we aren’t happy or things aren’t going our way, we can still have the joy of the Lord in our hearts. This joy is like love – nothing can ever make it go away.
3. Peace is a gift from God that He gives all of his children that trust him to make things work out for them. When we have faith in God, everything in our lives will be peaceful because we never have anything to worry about.
4. Patience gives us the ability to wait for things to happen when God says it is time.
5. Kindness is when we treat other people how we want to be treated, even when they don’t treat us like we want to be treated. Kindness is thinking about other people’s feelings and being nice to them because of God’s love.
6. Goodness is when we work to be just like Christ, so everything we do is positive and for the right reasons.
7. Faithful is when we keep our word, like how God never breaks a promise to us. 
8. Gentle people don’t do anything to hurt others. When we are gentle, we pay attention to other people and we think about how they are affected by the things we do BEFORE we do them so we know if we should do certain things or not.
9. Self-control is what helps us to make ourselves do what is right. Even when we want to be mad, angry, disobedient, or mean we know we shouldn’t so we control ourselves and fight against the devil to make God proud of us.
Remember:
We should be obedient just because it is the right thing to do, not because the rules say we have to. We should be respectful just because we love God and others, not because we will get in trouble if we aren’t.
1. One bad thing can make everything around it bad. Bring goodness everywhere you go!
2. Love everyone else just like you love yourself.
3. Live your life like God directs you; then you will never follow through on what the devil wants.
4. The effects of the corrupt nature are drug and alcohol abuse, being selfish, jealousy, angry outbursts, and wild partying; people who do these things will not go to heaven.
5. Those who belong to Christ Jesus have let their corrupt nature die so they don’t do what the world does around them; they live by their spiritual nature and do not talk meanly, act badly, or make one another angry or jealous.
Rules:
1. NO yelling, running, or rough playing inside. No lying, disobeying, or taking things (including food from the kitchen) without asking FIRST – even if someone else already has already gotten something!!
2. ALWAYS be respectful to EVERYONE (children & adults) and listen to / obey those in authority – teachers, adults, babysitters, parents, etc. If someone does something that makes you uncomfortable, talk to your parents!!!
